“Ice 101" — Part 4

Shooting The Puck (courtesy of exploratorium.edu)
Slapshots

The slapshot is certainly one of the most exciting aspects of the game, and whey properl
implemented, the puck becomes the fastest moving object in any major profiegesionaport.

Every year before the NHL All-Star game players' slapshotslac&ed with a radar gun.. So how
does he hit a puck that fast? Where does the power come from? Many believgdbd slapshot
Is mostly technique and that the power comes from a weight transfer. The welghptdyer
transfers from his back legs right through to the stick in his hands.

In performing a slapshot the player hits the ice a good foot or more before khepsties in
contact with the puck. This causes the stick to "bow" considerably. When thetiels in contact
with the puck, the "bow" was released, snapping the stick towards the pucktiustayer is
following through with his swing (and transferring his weight). The@Venotion is combined
with the stick snapping back, releasing energy into the puck. There is alglot s1s&p of the wrists
at the end of the motion--allowing the puck to spin off the stick. This gyroscoma adibws the
puck to remain stable in flight, which helps the shot's accuracy

Wrist Shots

Unlike the slapshot, no one clocks the speed of the wrist shot. While it can stitlaé\aely fast

shot (80 or 90 miles per hour is not out of the question), the quick release and control is hy sorr
players like it. Unlike the slapshot, the wrist shot doesn't require axdswp. The wrist shot also
appears to be easier to control and players can generally put it closer tohelgesant it to go.

Contact Time

Without the wind-up that is required for the slapshot, where does the energy for shatisome
from? Part of the energy comes from the player pressing down on the stickranel¢hsing it
quite suddenly (with a flick of the wrists). The stick stores the energy and gtawavement
releases it. The other consideration is the time that the puck is in contattevilade of the stick.
For a wrist shot that time is much longer than it is with a slapshot.

Backhands

Shooting a backhand shot may appear to be fairly simple, but many players disadivantage
due to the curve of the stick. The stick's curve is a self-centering mechahisimgives the player
control over the puck. The curve also helps the stick get under the puck, givingytretipda
ability to put more loft on the puck. When shooting a backhand using a stick withtalgat of
curve, the danger of the puck rolling off the side of the stick (due to the convex natueebatk
of the stick) becomes a problem. Likewise, trying to lift the puck on a backharadscebe
affected.

One-Timer

Another exciting shot in hockey is the "one-timer." This shot directly involves layers: one
passes it and the other slaps the puck while it is in motion. The main advantiaigesb6t is the
relatively quick release; even though the player is winding up, he does so hefprek arrives.
The shot also can also come close to the speed of a regular slapshot, maKinglittdiktop.
These factors and the rapid change of direction that occurs when executing aevreadtimreak
havoc on an opposing goal tender. The goalie's only solace is that these slats-éihesrmay
have to do with the special conditions that one-timers require.
