Hockey Trivia
(or info to impress your friends with!)

“Ice 101" — Part 6

Checking (courtesy of exploratorium.edu)

Checking is what makes hockey a "collision sport" as opposed to "contact spohsas
basketball. The game of hockey is rivaled only by football as being thepimgsital professional
team sport. While the object certainly isn't to "tackle" the opposengepl physical checks slow
down, take out, or otherwise affect the opposition's ability to play the gamelayess we talked
to had different ideas about what makes an effective check and we couldn't heypdoéind out
just how much energy is released in a check.

How to check

Checking can be defined as using physical force (without breaking thetoukg)er gain
possession of the puck or to disrupt the opposition's Wagn we interviewed Sharks players
about checking we were somewhat surprised by the variety of the respawepldyer seemed to
have a different take on what makes a check an effective one. All oayerpfelt that body
positioning was important. Sharks Defenseman Doug Bodger stresaddhiearelationship
between where he and the opposing player were on the ice. Apparently, theneaisdeagl of
danger in throwing a check--it's not that you can get hurt (although that sghassible) but
rather that you can get burned by putting yourself out of position. Sharks ForedddEWwen's
concern was in keeping the stick and his hands down. The object of a check isatuotles
player out of the play or make him cough up the puck, but you don't want your teamd tepsa
player short because you're in the penalty box

. Stick-checks, poke-checks, back-checks

When you think about checking, you think about crushing hits against the board or open ice hits
that send players flying through the air. While those types of hits are ceaghedks, there are

other more subtle types of checks. Poke-checks or stick-checks are whemr ag#ayas stick to
"poke" the puck away from another player. Sometimes goalies will usecthisique to stop

players who are trying to come around the back side of the goal. Back-checkimgnis player
(usually an offensive one) comes in behind the opposing player to get into th&lpgagituation
usually occurs after a play is broken up in the opposition's end, a breakawagrsideatlops, and
the players rush to their own end to get back into the play.



Collisions on the Ice

So how much force is generated in a check? Using a mathematicaldpweaican discover how
much energy is expended in an open ice hit. Let's say it's late in the thodl ggethe San Jose
Arena with the Sharks ahead of the Philadelphia Flyers by one goak E&main Eric Lindros,
deep in his team's zone, finds himself alone with the puck, facing a sea dface.ig only one
man who could possibly stop him from breaking away at the goalkeeper--Shavasdfdeff
Friesen. As Lindros goes into in high gear to tie the game, Friesen dectdeday back and play
it safe, but to rush forward at full speed and perhaps take out the Flyer forwattingyhnm
straight on. With Lindros weighing in at 6-4, 230 Ibs. and Friesen at 6-0, 200 Ibsanshmay
want to prepare for a small earthquake in the Arena. Just how much energyfresuthis
collision?
